MDUSD Sport Contributions for 2011-2012 School Year

MDUSD high school sports will continue only if the revenue collected from parent contributions and funds raised by high school sports teams, booster clubs and the United Mt Diablo Athletic Foundation meet or exceed the $1.0 million of costs the MDUSD incurs for high school athletics.  All sports within the MDUSD will be in serious jeopardy if families with athletes playing a sport do not pay their contributions in a timely manner.

The following contributions have been approved per sport per athlete for the 2011-2012 school year.  These fees cover athletics costs, including a set number of coaches per sport, facilities, officials, team stipends/dues, security, and athletic department services. Consistent with prior years, water polo, golf, lacrosse, and other self-funded sports (e.g., frosh teams) will establish and collect their additional sport participation fees separately.
